History: Father Berard Haile was born on June 1, 1874, in Canton, Ohio. He joined the Franciscan Order in 1891 and served at missions throughout the Southwest, most notably at St. Michaels Mission which served the Navajo Nation. During his time in the Southwest Haile gained an interest in Navajo culture and through working with other Franciscan priests, members of Navajo Nation, and Edward Sapir of the University of Chicago he developed a written alphabet for the Navajo language. Haile also studied and translated Navajo ceremonial chants, particularly the creation story. Prior to his retirement, Haile was honored by the Navajo Tribal Council as a true and worthy friend of the Navajo People. Haile died on September 30, 1961, in Santa Fe, New Mexico at the age of 87.
Scope and Content: The Father Berard Haile Chant Collection contains Haile’s translations of Navajo ceremonial chants and correspondence. The chants included in the collection are: Chiracahua Windway, Navajo Windway, Where People Moved Opposite Each Other, Waterway, Changing Bear Maiden, Prostitution and Moth Way, Raised by the Owl, Creation of Game, Creation Myth, Emergence Myth, Red Antway, and Flintway.
