History: Byron Harvey III was born in 1932. He was an anthropologist and collector specializing in southwestern American Indian tribes. He was the great-grandson of Frederick Harvey, best known as the founder of the Fred Harvey Company that ran a successful chain of gift shops, restaurants, and hotels known as Harvey Houses. He was a graduate of The Latin School of Chicago, Andover, and the University of Chicago ('54). A noted collector and scholar of Native American art and culture, Byron was responsible for donations to museums, libraries, and cultural centers throughout the US, including the gift to the Field Museum while in his youth of an important group of Hopi kachina dolls. His major legacy was the gift of over 2,000 objects to the Heard Museum in Phoenix, AZ, where he also arranged for the donation of the major collection of Native American and Spanish Colonial art formed by the Fred Harvey Company.
Scope and Content: The Byron Harvey III Collection contains some of the articles, newspaper clippings, and photographs collected by Byron Havey III throughout his career as an anthropologist and art collector. The collection is organized into two series.
The Papers series contains the articles, newspaper clippings, a diary, and some correspondence.
The Photographs series contains 4 photo albums of photographs taken by Harvey.
