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History: Kate Peck Kent was born in 1914, in Washinton D.C. She earned a bachelor’s degree from the University of Denver and a master’s degree from the University of Arizona. During her career she was a professor at Barnard College, the University of Denver, and the University of New Mexico. She also worked at the Denver Art Museum and Museum of International Folk Art. She wrote several books on textiles including: The Story of Navajo Weaving (1961), Prehistoric Textiles of the Southwest (1983), Pueblo Indian Textiles: A Living Tradition (1983), and Navajo Weaving: Three Centuries of Change (1985). She died on October 28, 1987, at her home in El Rite, NM.
Scope and Content: The Kate Peck Kent Papers include publications, research materials, photographs, materials from conferences and her work in associations and museums, some restricted items, and illustrations. The collection gains much of its value from Kent’s research materials, which are a wealth of primary and secondary sources on textile practices around the world.
The publications series contains works written solely or in some part by Kent or about her literary work. These include articles published in journals and magazines, drafts and proofs of some of Kent’s books, and reviews of her work.
The research series contains those materials produced by Kent’s academic research. The series maintains Kent’s original order.
The photograph series contains the photographs taken and slides used by Kent during her academic research. The series maintains Kent’s original order.
The conferences, associations, and museums series contains materials collected by Kent from conferences, association and museum meetings she attended throughout her career.
The restricted series contains items deemed needing an extra layer of sensitivity. The series primarily contains material on Hopi-Walpi textiles.
The illustrations series contains drawings by Kent or for one of her publications. The materials are oversized and stored in flat document boxes. There is no catalog list for this series.
